History of Dragon Boating in Australia

Dragon Boat teams exist and Dragon Boat races are held in almost every state in Australia
from Broome to Brisbane, from Perth to Sydney and from Adelaide to Darwin.

The first Australian involvement occurred in 1980 when the Penang Tourist Development
Corporation invited the WA surf lifesaving Association to send a team to the Penang festival.
This was followed the next year by invitations from the HKTA to WA and NSW to send
teams to what was then considered the unofficial world championships on Hong Kong
Harbour.

In 1984 Sydney held the inaugural Sydney Dragon Boat Festival at Farm Cove. The
Western Australian Dragon Boat Association formed in 1985. Most other states have
subsequently formed State Associations.

Australian teams tour regularly overseas and have been sighted at least once at all major
international festivals.

Dragon Boating is an International Sport that is growing in Australia and is now gaining a
following in regional areas of NSW.

The 2005 Australian Dragon Boat Titles were held in Canberra and the 2007
International Dragon Boat Titles on the Nepean River at Penrith - west of Sydney.

As an International sport, Dragon Boating gains considerable press, radio and television
coverage in NSW, Australia and overseas.

The Grafton Dragon Boat Races Family Fun Day meant that Grafton was the first country
NSW region to adopt this exciting sport and the 2009 event is a great opportunity to promote
the local area to an international audience simply by having fun!

Months after each Grafton Dragon Boat Races Family Fun Day, people from as far afield as
Macksville, Teed Heads, Inverell & Dorrigo are continued to talk about the event and
planning their teams for the next one!
